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Purpose
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National Cheng Kung University (hereinafter referred to as NCKU) was selected as one of
the key cultivation schools for the BEST Program.

B. Must have acquired at least 5 Global Competence Points on their GCAC Passport.
C. Must have a 3.0 or higher GPA.

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VIIl. Amount of Reimbursement
Accepted applicants can be reimbursed up to $5,000 NTD. If the cost is under $5,000 NTD,

GCAC will only reimburse the amount of money shown on the receipt. If the submitted
report does not fit the criteria, GCAC is entitled to cancel the applicant’s scholarship.
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IX. Obligations
A. Applicants whose application has been approved should submit a post-approval report

within 2 weeks. The reimbursement procedure will start only after GCAC receives the
report.
